Acts of Collective Worship have been devised as one off stand alone 
deliveries or as 5 weekly inputs during Lent.  
There are separate packages for Key Stage One and Key Stage Two and 
each relates to the weekly gospel reading. They are primarily designed for 
busy clergy (or their representatives) to take into schools with the 
minimum of preparation. They can be used in their entirety or simply as 
ideas for personal adaptation. Because these are big packages, they 
will only be available for those who request them
